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Morfitts and Shouksmiths’ North West

The mechanical element of the contract
focuses around the central boiler plant
and incoming services which serve all
45 apartments via individual heat
meters. In addition to this, new heating
pipe work, radiators, hot water cylinders,
plumbing and sanitary ware is being
fitted, plus new lighting, power and fire
alarm systems within all apartments and
communal areas. The project also
includes the installation of a TV system,
a door entry system, a sub-mains and
distribution network.

As with most city centre projects,
